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FAQs
Where do I have to apply?
You can apply to the sheriff of your home county, the sheriff of the county in which you own or rent real property to operate a business, or the sheriff of the county in which you currently hold a permit. 

I renewed the permit obtained from my sheriff just before the new law went into effect. Is it still good, or do I need to get a new permit?

Permits issued before the new law went into effect will be valid until the permit expiration date or June 30, 2007, whichever comes first.

Will my Colorado permit be valid in other states?
That depends. If the permit was issued under the new system, then it should be valid in any state with which Colorado recognizes reciprocity. CBI carries a list of states that recognize Colorado permits on its website www.cbi.state.co.us. Remember that some states may not recognize permits issued under the old law since there were no age or training requirements. Be very careful when carrying concealed in other states-check the law BEFORE you enter the new jurisdiction. RECIPROCITY 

Is Hunter Safety good enough to satisfy the training requirement?
Based on the language of the new law, as long as the class is taught by a certified instructor, Hunter Safety may satisfy the training requirement. However, it is strongly recommended that applicants for concealed handgun permits obtain specific formal training in the use of a handgun and in the applicable Colorado law concerning the lawful use of physical force, if they have never previously received such training.

Does my concealed carry permit preclude the need for background checks when I buy a firearm?
No, you must still complete the check.

What do I do if I lose my permit?
You are required to carry your permit and official ID (e.g. driver’s license) anytime you carry concealed. If you lose your permit you must immediately report the loss to the issuing sheriff and obtain a replacement for the renewal cost.

What if I forget to renew my permit?
You can apply for renewal any time within 120 days of expiration. If you forget to renew before the expiration, you can still renew your permit within six months after expiration by paying a fifteen-dollar late fee. Permits expired for more than six months require the full application procedure to be repeated. 

Do I need to get a new permit if I move?
No, but you do need to notify the issuing sheriff of your change of address within thirty days after you move.

Do I have to get fingerprinted to get a permit?
Yes, as part of the background check a fingerprint verification must be completed.

Do I have any recourse if I believe my permit has been improperly denied or revoked?
Yes. You may appeal directly to the sheriff and, if necessary, to the district court for your jurisdiction. If you challenge the denial/revocation in court, the burden is on the sheriff to demonstrate valid grounds for the denial/revocation. If an appeal is filed, the court may award attorney fees to the prevailing party.
